This addendum modifies the following PairGain® technical practice:

HiGain® Wideband System 3190 List 1 and List 2 Installation Guide (Section Number 800-357-100-01)

The TB2 alarm-relays connector on the backplane of the Wideband System 3190 chassis now provides external 
alarm reporting to the HiGain Management Unit (HMU). Pins 22-23 support either an external Alarm Cut-off 
(ACO) function or an external Special Signalling Channel (SSC) alarm. Pins 24-25 support a second external SSC 
alarm. Pins 22 through 25 have been designed to only accept dry contact alarm inputs.

From the Shelf Status menu, type  to access the new SSC Management screen shown below. From this screen, 
you can enable or disable two external alarms and assign user-defined names.

The alarm configuration selected in the SSC Management screen, causes the Shelf Status screen shown below to 
report status for enabled SSC inputs.

• If SSC1 is disabled in the SSC Management screen, then the system defaults to provide an external ACO 
function. The Shelf Status screen reports no status.

• If SSC2 is disabled in the SSC Management screen, the Shelf Status screen reports no status.

• If SSC1 and SSC2 are enabled, the Shelf Status screen reports status by the assigned alarm name as either 
NORMAL or MAJOR.
